Illinois Department of Public Health maintains a list of reportable infectious diseases.  Nursing Homes must comply with reporting infectious diseases that are identified on this list. 
Procedures

Outbreaks identified in nursing homes should be reported to both the local health department by completing a RedCap Outbreak Reporting Tool at https://redcap.dph.illinois.gov/surveys/?s=JR9K8FXNETK8H3XN. Additionally, nursing homes must report outbreaks to the Office of Healthcare Regulations (OHCR) within 24 hours of the outbreak via the Long-Term Care Incident Portal or by email to the regional IDPH office.
